MAKING OBSERVATIONS

Have students work in groups to conduct two types of observations.

· First!  Spend 30 minutes in a busy public place observing the way adults treat young boys and girls.  *Record behavior that reinforces or departs from traditional gender roles.
· Second!  Spend 30 minutes observing interactions amoung male and female teenagers, recording the same types of behavior.  Prepare a report analyzing the behaviors noted during both observations to determine which was more prevalent---- Traditional or nontraditional gender roles.
· The analysis should also draw conclusions about any links between behavior taught to children and the behavior of teens.
